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Sarki: Bail Granted in Two Charges

The District Court of Zafar Khokho in Zhob, Baluchistan; has granted the release of the human rights activist-Dr. Safdar Sarki. Whereas in the remaining one charge the lawyer has completed his arguments in front of the magistrate. The decision for the release of Dr Sarki has been postponed to February 6th due to impeding bail decision the ‘third’ charge.
Dr. Safdar Sarki’s lawyer Mohammad Khan Shaikh told BBC that the District and Session judge of Zhob has granted bails of 2 1/2 lakh rupees [US $ 4100] regarding the possession of hand grenades and Kalishnkov and decision of his release has delayed due to pending deciosn on the use of fake number plates on a car.”

 Dr. Safdar Sarki is an American citizen, who was officially arrested by the police of Hub area in the last October, after remaining disappeared for 18 months. He has been charged with for possession of hand grenades and Kalishkov and for using the fake number plate on a car.

On the disappearance of Dr.Safdar Sarki and other Human Rights’ activists, the governmental departments took action after receiving numerous letters from the former Chief Justice Iftikhar Mohammad Chaudhry. Dr. Safdar Sarki was made appeared on 11th October, when the Chief Justice was himself investigating on all the cases of disappeared persons. 

During his imprisonment, Safdar Sarki has again been elected un-opposed as the General Secretary of the Sindhi Nationalist Party called “Jeay Sindh Qaumi Muhaz”.He was also once the chairman of a the diaspora Sindhi organization named the World Sindhi Congress.

Safdar Sarki’s lawyer says that he was in the possession of Intelligence Agencies of Pakistan. He was kept blindfold and dark cells for eighteen months which has great affected his eyesight eyes.” Because of the insufficient facilities in the jail, his health is being deteriorating. He should be brought to the hospital for the treatment of his eyes because he may be on verge of loosing his eyesight.”
