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“Two years of Safdar Sarki’s Detention”

It will be two full years this coming Sunday to arrest of Dr Safdar Sarki, the secretary general of a Sindh’s nationalist parties.

Mohammad Khan Shaikh, the lawyer for this American citizen said, “Even with the approval of bails, the [Pakistani] intelligence agencies are hindering his freedom.”

The lawyer said that Dr.Sarki is being kept in the town of Zhob, Baluchistan; where meeting with him is restricted. He further said that because of his solitude he has been psychologically affected; he is suffering from the problems like hernia, and the pain in his shoulders is causing extreme discomfort.
The lawyer told us: “Two years ago the Intelligence Agency Officers kidnapped Dr. Sarki in the night he remained disappeared ever since; and when the Supreme Court took cases of ‘disappeared persons,” on October 11th, 2007, Dr Sarki was shown under the custody of  police.”

According to the lawyer; “The police implicated him in three charges of terrorism, and Session Judge in Zhob, Baluchistan granted him bail on all the charges. When I went to the jail with the release orders for him the jail officers said there is lot of pressure from the Intelligence Department and are unable to releases him with the permission of them [Intelligence Department].
The lawyer told us that when the jail officer contacted the Intelligence officer; they forbid them to release and send a fax letter in after-hours notifying them that that the High Court has ‘annulled’ the bails.”

On his appearance in the court Dr. Safdar Sarki told, those Intelligence officers are asking him one question repeatedly, that is, “On whose orders have you left USA and have come to be active Sindhi nationalist platform?”
